In spring of 2023 the City of Eldridge received 
a grant from the Scott County Regional Authority 
(SCRA) for $25,000 to help with stage 2 of the 
irrigation project at the soccor fields in Hickory 
Creek Park.

The second stage of this irrigation was com-
pleted in the fall of 2023 by Puls Company of 
Eldridge.

The North Scott Soccer Club (NSSC) and the 
City of Eldridge are looking forward to green 
fields, no matter what the weather is this year. The 
build up of turf won’t just look great, it will con-
tribute to safer playing conditions for the children 
involved in the soccer program there.

The first stage of the irrigation project was 
completed by Puls Co. in 2022, the lowest of five 

bidders on the project, at a cost of $138,000.
The City partnered with the North Scott Soc-

cer Club to complete stage 2 of the project. In 
addition to the SCRA grant the NSSC donated 
$10,000 to help finish the project. Total cost of 
stage two of the project was $67,000.

These soccer fields will serve over 400 youth 

in the upcoming season. They will be used for 
practice on a nightly basis and hopefully will be 
the home of tournaments this year due to the in-
creased quality of the fields because of the new 
irrigation system.

Centennial Park bathroom project started! 
Thanks to fall grants from the Scott County 

Regional Authority and Regional Development 
Authority a bathroom will be built in Centennial 
Park this year.

The City received a $25,000 grant from 
each entity. The total cost of the project will be 
$62,320. The Eldridge Park Board will be picking 
up the remainder of the cost.

The bathroom will located on the north east 
side of the park east of the shelter. It will be hand-
icapped accessible and will be able to be reached 
from sidewalks. In past years the City has had to 
use porta-potties to serve citizens at this location.

This will be a welcome addition as the shelter 
at Centennial Park is a popular place to host birth-
day parties, anniversaries, family reunions and 
other events throughout the summer. To reserve 
the shelter contact City Hall at 563-285-4841. 
The park is also the home of several summer pro-
grams. It also features a baseball diamond that is 
well used during the summer months.

The bathroom will feature LED lighting, a wa-
ter heater for the sink and a stool and urinal. It will 
have a concrete slab outside of the door with a 
sidewalk connecting to the city walk. It will have 
vinyl siding and asphalt shingles to match the 
concession stand.

The project will be built by the Eldridge con-
struction firm Quad City Construction Services. 
They have done work for the City in the past as 
well as several area school districts. Construction 
is expected to begin this spring with completion 
later this summer.
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Soil Quality Restoration Program

This program is to improve the quality of storm 
water runoff and reduce the pollutants entering 
the City’s storm sewer system and waterways 
through the use of best management practices 
(BMPs). The BMP chosen for this project is Soil 
Quality Restoration (SQR). This program started 
in 2022, and until all funds are expended, the City 
will be accepting applications for SQR. While 
funds are available, SQR projects are eligible for 
50% funding up to a maximum match of $1,000.

Only residential properties constructed prior 
to 2022 are eligible to participate in the program. 
The property owner is required to contract with 
a City accepted contractor for deep tine aeration 
and the application of a minimum of ½ inch to a 
maximum of 3/4 inch of compost. 

The application of grass seed following the 
placement of compost is not eligible for reim-
bursement. Any costs associated with seeding 
will be fully at the expense of the property owner.

Applications will be processed within two 
weeks of submittal to the City of Eldridge.

4. The application is required to be signed by all property owners where this project will occur. If 
the project is for a homeowner’s association or condominiums, the application must be signed by a 
board member authorized by the association.

6. You will be notified by email, or mail in the case of no email address. Work must be completed 
within 6 months of notification of award by the City to the applicant.
7. The completed contractor certification needs to be returned prior to inspection and reimburse-
ment.
Conditions
1. The applicant is responsible for the payment of all expenses associated with the work. Upon 
submittal of paid receipts and successful field review, the City will reimburse the applicant within 
30 days.
2. Implementation of an approved project is the sole responsibility of the property owner. The City 
is not liable for personal injury or property damage resulting from said work.
3. Projects approved for funding carry no implied warranty by the City. Implementation and main-
tenance are the responsibility of the property owner.
4. The property owner is responsible for any local, state or federal permits that may be required.
5. Involve your neighbors. If your neighbors are not a part of the project, at least keep them in-
formed and seek input before doing the work. Drainage issues have been known to cause years of 
ill will between neighbors.
6. Projects must be completed within a six month period of the applicant receiving notification from 
the City that the project has been approved for funding.
7. Projects must use Method 8 of the Iowa Stormwater Manual.(http://www.iowastormwater.org/). 
Only existing yards are eligible.
8. The property owner shall return the completed contractor certification form to the City when the 
project is completed to schedule a field review of the project. When the field review verifies the 
project has been successfully completed, the City will reimburse the property owner within thirty 
days.

Storm water retention will be handled with a 
wet pond in Outlot A adding a water feature to the 
east side of the subdivision. The area to the east is 
zoned commercial for future development. Resi-
dential development will continue to the south as 
seven residential additions are planned in Grun-

wald Grove.
Development of the 1st Addition continues and 

only a few empty lots remain for sale. The 2nd Ad-
dition also continues with lots for sale for single 
family home outside Red Bud Circle. Four eight-
plex condo units are proposed to be constructed 
in the center of Red Bud Circle. These units will 
be very similar to the units in Emily Acres on East 
Franklin Street that are in high demand. Site and 
construction plans are in the final stages for these 
condos right now and construction is expected to 
begin on them this spring.
